Recap on our LBRs 

This has been the best year for Children’s Mental Health for Legislative Budget Requests.
We have sent a lot of requests to the Governors office.
Some of the LBR’s include;
· Child Care centers, kids expelled due to behavior. More training is being offered in evidence based programs and what works for spec. age groups and diagnosis?

· The department is looking to expand the Juvenile Competent to Proceed Program. We have had a waiting list for that program.

· Increase support for families with children under the age of 16.
Department is asking the legislature for permission to apply for 5 million grant from CMS. The grant targets SW state for Children who are not Medicaid eligble but at high risk of going into residential treatment. This grant will allow dept to make them elig and wrap heavy duty services around the kids and families so the kids won’t slip into the Juvenile Justice system.
· The Department and Statwide Famly network.putting on a search conference in connection with folks out of Georgetown University. They will be meeting with families and providers acrosse the state and looking at the question of how we can improve and expand family voice across the state.

Circuit 10 has been active with jail diversion, PIC, Community Forum, CIT, Parent conference/ parent/client support group and behavioral health day. Education is an important focus.

Walton County sheriff is hesitant to get officers off the job to do CIT Training. He wants an abbreviated version of the training so his officers won’t be off the street too long.
Mental health advocates are working on voter registration.

Circuit 2 - Consumer coalition which is part of the Transformation Workgroup. They are having some trouble recruiting “consumers”. They are working with District 14 to encourage recovery.

Florida Peer Network is working on getting out the vote.

Palm Beach Obediah with Federation of Families works to keep kids from falling in the crack. They serve 5 – 14 year olds and 15 to 18., They work on the transitional period of kids to adults.

Circuit 4 Training and employing Recovery Peer Specialists through drop in centers. Mental health court is active in Nassau County. Mental Health Court in Duval is expected to begin next week. Employees of Consumer Support Services, Inc. is active in Nassau and Duval County Jails and active with providers and Department of Children and Families staff.
District 15 has Judy Collins coming and a huge fundraiser coming up. This year, one of Judy Collins best friends lives on the beach and she will be down visiting us. A fund raiser is painted turtles.

Behavioral Health Day.

We have never had a mental health day in Florida. When this time came up last year, we were told that we couldn’t even show up to the capitol because that would be lobbying.  We received a decision from legal that we won’t be lobbying, we will just be educating the public and legislators about mental health.

I’m going to being a crew from Florida State hospital to record the events. Wednesday night will be a social affair. This is a chance to hear the Governor and other supporters. We will have a member from Al’s group to share what she has experienced.

Recovery Peer Specialists - Current Peer Specialists will be grandfathered in through Oct 2008. We have Mental Health Peer Specialists and Substance Abuse Peer Specialists.

We have had training in Jacksonville and Pensacola and will be moving on with the training. We just got a $100,000 grant to continue traing ps .
