Rene Anderson gave a brief history of “Getting it Together” newsletter and introduced Editor Frank Reyes. Mr. Reyes handed out Scope of Work and budget for “Getting it Together” Newsletter
Newsletter Budet; Personnel 4,643 Pringing and distribution 1,266 Indirect (10%) 591.
Planning to expand readership through the internet. Will collect email addresses.

“We receive submissions from around the state. Some articles are copywrited which create a barrier because we need to get permission from authors.”
Doug suggested that we put a feature on website so that people can subscribe to the Newsletter via electronic or postal mail.
Neil made a point that budget was 9,000 and the new proposal is 6,500.
Hard copy makes a big difference because people can have information in hand. 
Council members need to participate in the Newsletter through submissions.
MOTION: Neil suggested the council vote for reconsideration of the Newsletter Budget.

Doug told council that Motions for Reconsideration need a 70% vote. Suggested that someone research Roberts Rules of Order to make sure we have a legitimate vote.

BUDGET PRESENTATION

James – travel costs will be increasing, we are adding new members to the council. We need to consider our Travel Expenses before we decide on other budgetary items.

Proposed increase to travel budget is $48,965. 
Angela Vickers suggested that to save money on travel expenses, council could meet at less expensive hotels. 
Karen Alexander suggested that council could substitute some face-to-face meetings with teleconference.
Denise said that the state doesn’t pay for state employees to travel to other agency meetings, so members of the council who represent state agencies would not be able to travel out of town.
