D4 – New Recovery Peer Specialist Program – Consumer Support Services, Inc. received about 40 applications for peer Specialists. Out of those, 21 applicants were selected to take the Recovery Peer Specialist course. The course was developed by Consumer Support Services, Inc., using Georgia curriculum and negotiated with FSB and Department of Children and Families.
Final exams were given after about a month of sty
Neil Introduced William Gibson, from Dept. of Corrections
Kevin introduced Hank Thigpen as our Staff Support person.

D7- Pathways got an increased award from Department of Children and Families. At Pathways, NAMI has been having Family-to-Family courses. 
Our last CIT training program included Hostage Negotiators. 
D8- Collier and Lee County, we’ve been running community meetings at NAMI and Drop in Centers to address problems at local agencies. We have been talking about putting consumers and family members on their boards, but the provider agencies doesn’t think that s a good idea. Because of that, we have put together advisory councils.
We are running a Consumer Empowerment program on the 22nd in Lee county for about 150 – 200. We are bringing in Richard Perry from U of G. He is a consumer advocate who teaches empowerment.

We are working with all Drop in Centers to get together to address issues with provider agencies.

D9– Expanding our Medicaid program, working on getting more families to sign up for Medicaid.

11B- we just got a new peer specialist our Drop in Center. Our Mental Health Clinic just hired a new Case Manager and recently received a grant to help people who can’t afford their medications.

Number one problem in our district is homelessness. They are putting up condos in our district and we have a problem with alcoholism. 

D14 – Both of our providers have put in place recovery teams. Highlands County is working through the health dept. to complete a strategic plan and they are including behavioral health in their disaster planning.
We are working on training modules for CDCs for families.

We are planning Mental Health misdemeanor court

Jail diversion is expanding to Highlands County.
D15= New Horizons is desperate to get funding for a Children’s Unit. Closest place for children in crisis is in Palm Beach and Orlando.
Dave Shaver told the council that Clint Rayner is doing well after his Pace Maker implant. HE will be back at the office next Wednesday. Dr. Hall will allow him to work 4 hours in office and 4 at home. 

Rene thanks Alan, Frank, and James for sticking around. Last time we had a meeting, there were only about 4 people left.
